Coffee Hour
that day will be in their honor.
We will greet Liz Skaleski as part
of our Great Welcome Sunday on
September 20th. On that day, we
hope there will be many other new
faces among us also as we kick off
the school year.

We are planning a joint liturgical
Celebration of New Ministry for
all three new staff level members
on Sunday, October 18th.
